ber 24, 2009. Dr. Lutzer is the pastor of the very church where NRB was
birthed 65 years ago. According to the Foreword of NRB's Constitution,
“On September 21, 1944, the Religious Broadcasters held a constitutional
convention in the Moody Memorial Church in Chicago, at which time, it
was decided to incorporate”

ixty-five years ago, the constitutional

convention for NRB took place at The

Moody Church. Now, I wasn't there
at the time, but nonetheless that was where
the NRB was birthed. That’s why it’s such a
privilege for me to speak—for other reasons
as well—because I believe in NRB so very,
very much.

Now, let me tell one story about Einstein
and then relate it with what I have to say.
Einstein was on a train in Europe, and the
conductor walked by and said, “Your ticket,
please;” and he couldn't find it. He was looking
for it all over and the conductor said, “We
know who you are, Mr. Einstein. Don't worry
about it” The conductor walked down the
aisle and came back 10 minutes later to find
Einstein actually on all fours under a seat
looking for his ticket. The conductor said,
“Mr. Einstein, you don't have to find that
ticket. We know who you are” And Einstein
replied: “I also know who I am, but I have no
idea where I am going”

My point is simply this. I am going to tell
you today where we are going, so that when I get
to the end, you'll know we have arrived. I'd like
to speak about the present state of our nation,
about NRB’s role in our future, and then, [ am
going to speak briefly about Islam. We're then
going to leave with encouragement from God’s
Word and one of his servants. That's the agenda.

A number of years ago, I wrote a book on
Hitler, Hitler’s Cross. Some of you probably
read it. When I was in a museum in Berlin, I
saw pictures of the swastika with the cross of
Christ in the center, and these are the swasti-
kas that adorned the German churches, both
Catholic and Protestant. As I looked at that,

I said somebody should write a book of the
role of the church in Germany—why Hitler
was not condemned with one unified voice.
Bonhoeffer and Niemoller, of course, are part
of that because they opposed Hitler. That was
the impetus for my Hitler’s Cross. I have just
finished another book, and God willing, it will
be out in January. It’s titled, When a Nation
Forgets God — Seven Lessons We Can Learn
from Nazi Germany.

Now I think it is disingenuous when any
politician of any party calls another politician
a Nazi. I believe that the atrocities commit-
ted by Hitler and the Nazis were so great
that no one should call another a Nazi in this
political debate. But the reason I wrote that
book is that we must always keep in mind
that Nazism didn’t happen in a vacuum.
Certain cultural streams flowed along and
those streams brought about an environment
of such a nature that you could actually have
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the Holocaust happen. Tonight I'm going to
give you only three of the lessons that Nazi
Germany can teach us.

Number one, we must keep in mind that
when God is separated from government,
judgment follows. And that judgment could
take various forms. I wrote a book titled, Is
God on America’s Side?, in which I discuss
this more fully. Hitler was confronted with a
nation that was at least nominally Christian—
and deeply so, and so Christmas and Easter
were really important holidays. But what he
needed to do was to clear the public square of
all Christian values so that he could substitute
his own agenda. He had to marginalize the
church, destroy it, or weaken it.

So he dechristianized Germany. Christ-
mas was turned into Winter Solstice and
for the SS troops, at least, it was the 21st of
December. Easter was turned into a spring
holiday. He tried to take the forms of Christi-
anity and invest them with new meanings. But
after Bonhoeffer and Nieméller began what is
called the “Confessing Church” Hitler began
to see that he had a problem on his hands. In
January of 1934, he invited the pastors to his
study and Niemoller was present. And Hitler
began to berate the pastors and said peace
is all he wanted: “Peace between church and
state” He believed in what he called “posi-
tive Christianity” Positive Christianity was a
Christianity that was in line with the agenda
of the state.

He remarked, “You concern yourselves
with the church, and I will concern myself
with the German people” When that was
said, Niemoller, as he was shaking hands with
Der Fuehrer, used this opportunity to say to
him, “Mr. Fuehrer, you must understand that
we as pastors will take care of the church but
we also have a responsibility for the German
people, and neither you nor anyone else can
take that from us”” Hitler turned aside without

are faced with a question that the church has
often had to answer: What is the role of the
church in government?

Should we simply take care of the mat-
ters as they pertain to the church or do we
have, as Niemoller would say, a responsibility
to the wider culture? These questions have
often been debated. In Germany the Pietists
were godly people studying the bible, but
they basically said that they would stay out
of politics. There’s a story that I recount in
my book of a small church in Germany built

the vacuum? Raw power. Hitler had an agenda
and he knew that Christian values stood in the
way; the church had to be marginalized, and
he needed to make sure that it lost its influ-
ence. Look at America today, where we have
the ACLU. What is the ACLU intending to
do? It is to criminalize all public expressions
of Christianity in the so-called Public Square.
There was a recent article that reported
that a coach in Florida could end up in jail
for six months for praying before a meal in a
school. The ACLU was prosecuting the case.

close to train tracks. The people knew when
the train was coming. When the time came
for the train, they sang hymns very loudly so
that they wouldn't have to listen to it go by,
because on that train were Jews on the way to
concentration camps. Now it’s easy for us to
be critical of them, but what would we have
done in the middle of that situation? It’s a very
good question. But the Pietists basically said
we are going to stay out of matters under the
jurisdiction of the state.

But then there were others like Bonhoef-
fer and Nieméller who said that you cannot
remain neutral when Nazism intrudes into
church affairs. Hitler had said that no one of
Jewish blood can ever occupy a pulpit in Ger-
many. The church could not avoid the question
of whether it would accept these decrees.

Eventually Niemoller was tried in court
for what we call “hate speech.” In those days
it was called “abuse of pulpit” Specifically, the
indictment against Niemoller was that he was
concerning himself with matters that were

a word. That evening eight people ransacked
Nieméller’s office, and a bomb was also set
off a few days later. Many of the pastors who
were part of the Confessing Church chose to
leave the fledgling splinter group because they
thought that appeasement was better than

the direct confrontation of Hitler. So, here we

the exclusive responsibility and concern of
the state. He was tried as a result of that, and
even though the court basically found him not
guilty, he ended up in a concentration camp.
What you had in Germany, therefore, was
Hitler’s need to have the public square totally
cleansed of all Christian influence. What filled

So what you have today is that God has to be
shut out of the government, out of law, out
of education—out of all branches of govern-
ment, to be sure—in order to make sure

that He has no influence in those areas. And
religion is marginalized.

Why is NRB so important? NRB is in-
volved not only in free speech issues, but also
the exercise of religion. The leaders of NRB
know that religion should be available and
should be exercised in the so-called Public
Square. And nothing illustrates that more
than the hate speech issue.

Other legislation we've heard about is
ENDA, which has to do with non-discrimi-
nation in the work place. The implications of
this are unbelievable. But today we have in
government and in our courts groups such as
the ACLU that are in favor of their particular
brand of understanding of church-state issues.
God is being evicted, and He’s to stay on the
other side of that wall. Now mind you, if we
have another 9/11, we'll bring him back for
a little while and say God bless America. But
the God we will be calling back to help us is
not the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. He
will be the god of our civil religion and when
we feel secure we'll again ask him to go back
on the other side of the wall.

If one of the lessons that Nazi Germany
teaches us is that judgment follows whenever
God is evicted from government, there’s a
second lesson. And that is that which is legal
may also be very evil.

When Hitler took over, he made the
laws of Germany. In fact, the Reichstag gave
him that power after he had the Reichstag
building burned, and the parliament moved
to a church in Potsdam. And so he became
responsible for the laws of his land.

In Hitler’s Germany it was not against the
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law to kill Jews because Hitler said they were
sub-human. Therefore, Hitler said it was not
a crime to kill them. He redefined them as
animals so that he would be free to kill them.

To entrap pastors, he multiplied laws:
there were laws about what you could say, laws
about what constituted treason, laws that had
to do with zoning ordinances. And he created
enough laws that there would be enough pas-
tors who would violate some of those laws, and
then he had tribunals to judge them. And, of
course, Hitler’s judges always prevailed.

In Nuremberg when the Nazi hench-
men were tried, Hermann Goring said, “You
cannot try me because I was only obeying the
laws of my country and my flag”” Joseph Goeb-
bels said the very same thing: “You cannot
judge me because I was not under your law”

To rebut this, an American stood up to say
that there is a law above the law. (And by the
way, the only way there can be a law that tran-
scends the laws of all countries is if there is a
God.) That’s a longer discussion, but the simple
fact is that a relativist, who sees the laws only
as the creation of this or that country, wouldn’t
be able to argue with Hitler’s men. But there is
a law above the law. R. J. Rushdoony said some-
thing very interesting: “Show me your laws, and
I will show you your God”

bility to make sure that if there were impuri-
ties in the water, they would be cleared away.
He had a filtering system to guarantee that the
water that went into the village was pure.

Let me give you a third lesson: propagan-
da can change a nation. I've read Mein Kampf
and especially the chapter on propaganda.
What Hitler believed is that the best way to

But the people complained that it cost
money to support him; and what is more, no
one ever sees him. Who is he up there? We don't
even know his name. So they stopped funding
the keeper of the spring. Soon the water became
dirty. The people thought that they could clean
it themselves, only to discover that there were
so many impurities, so much silt, and so much
waste that a disease came and inflected the vil-
lage. Then they all decided maybe they needed
the keeper of the spring after all.

NRB is the keeper of the spring. They
work in our Capitol where all these issues
and laws are determined and enacted. From
Washington the water flows to the rest of the
country. I urge you to do all you can to keep
the spring pure.

When we reject the law maker, namely
God, then we begin to make our own laws, we
become our own god. If a person makes the
laws, he is his own god. If a court makes the
laws without reference to a higher authority,
they are their own god. “Show me your laws,
and I will show you your god” Now we can
understand why there’s such a battle for the
Supreme Court nominees.

The court that can make the laws deter-
mines the direction of a country. What breaks
my heart is to realize that in today’s atmo-
sphere, I think it would be true to say that
many of the founding fathers would be dis-
qualified as Supreme Court justices. And the
reason they would be disqualified is because
they believed in God, they went to church,
they home schooled their children. All of
these things would be held against them.

There’s an old story about a spring that
came down from the mountain and it was
always clear. And the reason it was clear was
because up on the mountain there lived a
keeper of the spring and he had the responsi-

At The Moody Church, we were sued
seven years ago. We rescinded an ordina-
tion from a man to whom we had given it.
Despite the fact that he was asked to leave two
separate churches, and his marriage was in
disarray, he sued us.

And the final story has yet to be written—
after seven years, bouncing around the courts.
It went to jury trial in March of this year. In
total, including the time that the jury deliberat-
ed—13 hours—the case was seven days in trial.

Our judge was not a friend of the first
amendment. He said, in effect, that The
Moody Church has the right to take that
ordination away, but the minute you do, we're
going to sue you for putting somebody in false
light. So I was found guilty, but we are appeal-
ing this to an appellate court and we think we
will win. And when we do, we would have a
precedent for all the churches in America that
would show that legally you have the right
to take away an ordination that you gave to
someone. But you can see the difficulty that
we face in the legal area.

get your agenda across is by slogans. Remem-
ber in George Orwell's 1984 where peace was
war and tyranny was freedom. Terrible things
happen today under the banner of liberty and
freedom. After all, the communists said, we
are bringing freedom to the country. Islam
says, we are making countries free by forcing
them to accept Islam.

But Hitler would speak in camouflage. For
example, when he starved children, he called it
“putting them on a low calorie diet” When he
spoke about killing Jews, it was always “cleans-
ing the land” He always spoke in clinical terms.

Of course we have the very same thing
today, don't we? We have, for example,
“pro-choice. It’s very interesting to me that
politicians will say, “I'm for a woman’s right to
choose,” and they never finish the sentence.
They don't have the nerve to finish the sen-
tence. How would this sound? “T am convinced
that a woman should have the right to choose
to kill her pre-born infant” That wouldn't
sound right. So what we have today is that the
fetus is redefined as a product of conception.
We use the same kind of word games.

But the most interesting thing about
Hitler’s view of propaganda is what I call a
“cultural stream. He doesn't use those words,
but that’s what it is. Hitler says that when you
go into a rally and there are fifty thousand
people all chanting and believing the same
thing, if an unbeliever comes in, he will either
convert or at least he’s going to be silent,
because he doesn’t want to be the dumbbell.
After all, if fifty thousand people are saying
the same thing, how could you be right and
fifty thousand people be wrong?

In my book Hitler’s Cross, I discuss how
Hitler took some good decent German boys
and turned them into killers by deadening
their consciences. The S.S. troops were not
allowed to question their superiors. Hitler
knew that if they did not question anything,
they would be caught up in a “cultural stream,”
a sense of national euphoria, a world in which
facts will not matter. And so he details how
that is to be done.

The movement in America that has
consciously used Hitler as their example of
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propaganda is the gay rights movement. In
1980, when all of the news was filled with
information about AIDS, and people began to
think that it was a gay disease, some of the ho-
mosexuals got together and said, “How can we
change America’s perceptions?” And so they
said that they went to Mein Kampfto find out
Hitler’s view of propaganda.

Now Hitler made the statement that with
the right use of propaganda, hell can be made
to look like heaven and heaven can be made
to look like hell. So books are written in favor
of gay rights using this philosophy. All opposi-
tion is demonized. All of that is taking place in
the midst of our society.

our television stations will be quiet about it,
because they’ll be intimidated. In the end,
they will betray us. No question in my mind.
The best example of this is in Europe. Europe
today has lost the freedom to criticize Islam.
Geert Wilders is being tried in the courts in
the Netherlands for hate speech, because he
made a movie about the way in which the
Muslims treat women. In Europe despite all of
its freedoms, its pornography, its willingness
to listen to any side of the truth, it is silent
about Islam. But when push comes to shove,
the elites will betray us.

I believe that NRB, as it is situated at the
nation’s capital, plays a tremendous role in

We are often critical of the church in Nazi
Germany, but let me read this quote from
Albert Einstein. “Being a lover of freedom
when the Nazi revolution came, I looked to
the universities to defend freedom; knowing
they had always boasted of their devotion to
the cause of truth, but no, the universities
took refuge in silence. Then I looked to the
great editors of the newspapers whose flaming
editorials in days gone by had proclaimed
their love of freedom, but they, like the uni-
versities, were silenced in a few weeks. Then
I addressed myself to the authors, those who
had passed themselves off as the intellectual
guides of Germany and among whom was
frequently discussed the question of freedom
and its place in modern life. They in turn were
very dumb. Only the church stood squarely
across the path of Hitler’s campaign for sup-
pressing the truth. I had never had any special
interest in the church before, but now I feel a
great affection and admiration for it because
the church alone has the courage and the
persistence to stand for intellectual and moral
freedom. I'm forced to confess that what I
once despised, I now praise unreservedly”

Always remember this—when we are
critical of the church in Germany, we're not
talking about everybody. There were hundreds
of pastors who went to concentration camps,
hundreds of priests who went to concen-
tration camps; people like Bonhoeffer and
Niemoller had several thousand pastors who
were members of the Confessing Church. And
that was all the opposition Hitler had. When
it gets tough, especially when Islam is on the
rise, our newspapers will be quiet about it;

helping us to decipher what is taking place in
Washington. Frank Wright's newsletter helps
us cut through the political jargon to find out
what really is happening. And as you know; it
isn't pretty.

When my wife Rebecca and I were in the
People’s Republic of China in 1985, we said
to a tour guide, “You don't have freedom of
religion here in China,” and she said, “Oh yes
we do. People can be as religious as they want
to be within their own minds.” And now here
in America, we even want to control what
people think! That's what the hate crimes leg-
islation will do; it will seek to intimidate those
of us who want to preach what we believe the
Bible teaches.

Mark Harding in Canada objected to the
Qur’an being given out in schools. He thought
that if they did that, they should at least give
out the Bible, too. He was tried by Canada’s
hate speech law. He received nearly 2000

dominion of Canada. Our elites will betray us.

A couple of words about Islam. Rebecca
and [ were on a tour this past year that really
was a wakeup call. We visited the seven
churches of Revelation. And one of the things
we discovered is that there is no visible church
in Turkey to speak of. There may be individual
believers in some of these places, but for
the most part, the church is crushed under
Islam. I remember standing at the church of
Philadelphia, the Church of The Open Door.
Jesus said whatever I open can't be closed and
whatever I close you can't open. There, right
next to an ancient church of the 5th century
is a Mosque. And that became a symbol of
everything we saw. This has put me on a
quest to find out how Islam has crushed those
churches and what lessons we must learn
from those churches.

“Visualize that Moody Church is a Mosque”
I said after I returned. That is what has hap-
pened to all the large churches in Turkey.

What do these churches teach us? Let
me give you just one or two of the lessons I
shared. First, we cannot take the existence of
any church or group for granted. We do not
know what will happen in ten years, twenty
years, fifty years. Your church may also some-
day be a Mosque. Chilling, but true.

Second, we have to remember that Islam is
also in God’s hands. Jesus said to the suffering
church in Smyrna, “Satan is going to put you
into prison for ten days, but be faithful unto
death and I will give you the crown of life” No-
tice that even when the Christians are put into
the hands of Satan, they are still in the hands
of God because God controls the outcome. If
Jesus says they are going to be in prison ten
days, all of the demons of hell cannot make it
eleven or twelve. We must always remember
the sovereignty of Jesus in the midst of all of
this. Islam is also in God’s hands.

Luther wrote a book on the Turks, and
there’s one paragraph in it that just takes your
breath away. During his day, the Turks were

emails and phone calls, most of them death
threats. He needed police protection in order
to go into court because of all the Muslims
condemning him to hell, and he was given 300
hours of community service in a Muslim center
to be retrained by an Imam so that he better
understood Muslim faith. Now that’s the great

overrunning Europe and had even surrounded
Vienna. He sarcastically says, “Well clearly

we have believed in the wrong god. They're
winning many victories. They brag about the
number of heads they've cut off. We have
nothing to compare with that. We've believed
in the wrong god” Luther then continues and
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says in effect, “What does a Christian do at a
time like this? He believes God’s bare word”
Yes, that is what a Christian does; He believes
God’s bare word. Wasn't it C.S. Lewis who
said, “There is nothing that honors God more
than looking around everywhere, trying to
find some indication that He loves and finding
none, but believing anyway.

Jesus will triumph. Mohammed along
with all of the other teachers will confess that
He is Lord to the glory of God the Father. And
God is with you even when you are trying
to find some reason to believe that He cares
about us and His church.

The reason I believe God has planted NRB
in Washington at this moment of history—
and I believe this deeply—is that I love their
strategy. Number one, they are staying on
message. They are standing for keeping the
doors open to the Gospel and giving us
defense when it comes to the free exercise of
religion. But secondly, the friendship that they
have with congressmen is the only strategy
that could possibly work. This organization
couldn’t exist somewhere else and then fly
into Washington when there’s a big vote and
try to get Senators on their side. For example,
when it comes to hate speech legislation,
NRB has been working through this for two
years in various ways, and that’s why when
the moment comes and they have less than
twenty-four hours to put in an amendment,
God grants them victory. And I would say that
if NRB accomplished nothing more this year
except for that amendment that gives excep-
tion for religious institutions, their efforts
would have been worthwhile. Because the
free proclamation of the Gospel is the heart of
what NRB is about.

When Luther at the Diet of Worms says,
“My conscience is taken captive by the word
of God. I cannot and I will not recant, so help
me God,” we read it and say, “Oh, great. Let’s
go out and have a Coke” Listen, those words
were absolutely explosive in those days. The
idea that an individual conscience could go
against the whole of Christendom in an era
when heretics were put to death was unthink-
able. Europe never experienced freedom of
religion until 1648 at the Peace of Westphalia.

Let me conclude by saying this. It is not
necessary to have freedom to be faithful. The
time may come when NRB doesn’t win on
critical issues. And what are we going to do?
Fold up and walk away? No, we are going to
keep doing what God has called us to do and
we will pay the consequences just like the
early apostles did. We're going to trust God
through all of this and we are going to per-
severe, whether we win these battles or not.
The whole history of the church—with all of

its murders from the stoning of Stephen up to
today where people are being killed in Muslim
countries for their faith in the Gospel—has
been one of suffering. You don't need freedom
to be faithful. Of course freedom’s important:
that’s why I'm talking about NRB. But at the
end of the day, we believe the church is not

in the hands of the ACLU; the church is in

the hands of God, and if He takes us through
suffering, we will walk through suffering. And
I trust we will do it with faith and hope.

some strange thing were happening to you. But
rejoice that you participate in the sufferings of
Christ. So that you may be overjoyed when his
glory is revealed. If you are insulted because
of the name of Christ, you're blessed. For the
Spirit of Glory and of God rest on you. If you
suffer, it should not be as a murderer or a thief
or any kind of criminal or even a meddler, but
if you suffer as a Christian, do not be ashamed”
Thousands of Muslims will gather on the
Capitol steps tomorrow, September 25, and

As T conclude, let me give you a word
from Niemoller, and then a word from the
Bible. As he mounts the steps in his German
church in 1934, this is what he said: “We have
all of us, the whole church and the whole
community, been thrown into the tempter’s
sieve. He is shaking and the wind is blow-
ing. And it must become manifest whether
we are wheat or chaff. Rarely has a time of
sifting come upon us. Even the most indolent
and peaceful person among us must see that
the calm, meditative Christianity that he has
experienced is now at an end”

Niemoller is saying business as usual no
longer can happen. It’s not just a matter of
calmness and meditation. It is not springtime
for the hopeful and expectant church; it is
testing time. And God is giving Satan a free
hand so he may shake us up so it may be seen
what manner of men we are. Satan swings his
sieve and Christianity is thrown hither and
thither, and he who is not ready to suffer—he
who calls himself a Christian but only because
he thereby hopes to gain something good for
his race and his nation—is blown away like
the chaff by the wind of time.

For sixty-five years NRB has defended our
right to preach the Gospel. As I mentioned ear-
lier, we don’t know where we would be if NRB
had not begun at The Moody Church so many
years ago. Because, remember, in 1943 churches
were being told that they could not have radio
broadcasts. NRB has played a vital role in keep-
ing those airwaves open for the Gospel and that
is their commitment. And yet God is sifting His
church and these are very, very difficult times.
But I need to remind you that this is what the
church has always experienced.

Listen to what Peter wrote to the early
Christians, “Dear friends, do not be surprised
at the painful trial you are suffering, as though

they will be there as proud Muslims. Yet we
have Christian businessmen and Christians
in our churches who are ashamed to name
the name of Christ. He says, however, “If you
suffer as a Christian, do not be ashamed, but
praise God that you bear that name” When
you walk on Capitol Hill, praise God that you
bear that name. “For it is time for judgment to
begin with the family of God and if it begins
with us, what will the outcome be for those
that do not obey the Gospel of God?”

We have read the last chapter; we know
how this is going to end. It’s going to end okay.
With Jesus, King of Kings, Lord of Lords,
God of all Gods. In the meanwhile, it’s tough;
it’s tough in Washington, it’s also tough in
Chicago, it's tough where you are from, but
God is with us.

Father, we want to thank you today for
Frank Wright and the leadership that he gives
to the National Religious Broadcasters and
for all those who work with him. We ask, Lord
Jesus, that in grace and mercy you might give
us many, many victories. And we pray today
that you might cause us to humble ourselves
to seek your face, to fast and to pray because
we know ultimately the battle is spiritual. We
ask today, Lord Jesus, that you will give us the
courage to seek you and then to go forth and
be faithful, no matter the cost.
